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Outcomes of applications to revoke an intervention order

In 2006/07, there were 836 applications to revoke an intervention order finalised in the Magistrates’ and

Children’s Courts of Victoria and the majority were granted (65.7%).

Between 2002/03 and 2006/07, the number of applications to revoke an intervention order which were:
» finalised decreased by 7.4% (-67);

= granted by the Court decreased by -21.1% (-147); and

= varied by the Court but not revoked increased by 38.2% (+73).

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Relationships between aggrieved persons and defendants

In 2006/07, 1,359 aggrieved persons had an application to revoke an intervention order finalised in the

Magistrates’ and Children’s Courts of Victoria. This is an increase of 15.8% (+185) since 2002/03.

Between 2002/03 and 2006/07 the proportion of aggrieved persons who had an application to revoke an

intervention order finalised, where the aggrieved person was recorded as:
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A domestic partner / former domestic partner of the defendant decreased from 44.8% to 37.8%;
A parent / step parent of the defendant decreased from 8.6% to 6.9%;

A child / step child of the defendant increased from 17.7% to 31.3%;

A sibling of the defendant remained relatively stable at below 4%;

An in-law of the defendant remained at approximately 1% - 2%;

Being in an intimate personal relationship with the defendant decreased from 12.3% to 7.6%;

A non family member was varied between 5.6% and 7.6%.
